Travel information:

The Organizing Committee advises everyone coming to Berlin Schoenefeld (best connection, only 130 km) or Berlin Tegel (170 km) or Poznan Lawica (in Poland, 120 km) Airports to use our free buses between Airports and Gorzow Wielkopolski. 

Attention: Persons from outside the European Union must land only in Poland and must obtain Polish visa when required.
Each team may be composed of:

1. Country Representative

2. Coach

3. Fighters in open weight category (kumite men) – no limit of competitors

4. Fighters in open weight category (kumite women) - no limit of competitors

5. Fighters in open weight category (kumite men) over 35 years of age – no limit of compet.

6. Kata competitors – max. 4 men

7. Kata competitors – max. 4 women

8. Junior fighters in 3 weight categories: - 70 kg, - 80 kg, + 80 kg (kumite men) – max. 4 men born 1993, 1994, 1995

9. Junior fighters in 2 weight categories: - 55 kg, + 55 kg (kumite women) – max. 4 women born 1993, 1994,1995

Note:

Senior fighters must be over 18 years of age, minimum required grade is 4th Kyu.

Please consider that Country Representatives may act as referees, therefore it is necessary for them to have suitable outfit: dark blue shirt, black trousers, white bow tie, whistle, etc.

Please, remember that fighters may be subject to anti-doping test, as Polish Kyokushin operates under the supervision of the Sports Ministry.

Insurance:

The Organizing Committee, according to the Polish law, has insured the whole event. However, please make a personal insurance for you competitors in your own country.

Accommodation fees:

The accommodation fee is 85 € per person in double room, and shall be paid by each participant prior to registration at the Organizing Committee check-in desk in Official Hotel.

The fee including accommodation for two nights in “Mieszko” Hotel *** (bed, supper, two breakfasts, dinner, Sayonara party, transportation from/to Berlin and Poznan Airports and other organisational expenses). 

Additional night: 25 € per person (in double room including breakfast).

The accommodation fee is 110 € per person in single room.

Additional night: 35 € per person (in single room including breakfast).

Additional ticket for Sayonara party: 20 €.

Deadline for hotel reservation: 1st of November 2010.

Costs of extended stay, room service, telephone, and other charges shall be incurred by the participants.

Officiating Team:

The EKKO participation fee for each competitor is 25 €.

Referees course: refreshing course free, judge exam fee is 50 €, referee exam fee is 75 €.

The above amount shall be paid to the EKKO treasurer Shihan Lars Hogquist.

There is no stamp fee any more.

Competitors and officials will receive special ID Cards.

Guest and spectators can purchase tickets for 5 €.
